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The Iroquois made clothes 
from natural materials. 
They used furs, elk and 
deer hides. They also wore 
fabrics from corn husks 
and plant fibers. 
 
 Women wore dresses 
made from deer hides or a 
long deerskin shirt with a 
skirt. They wore knee high 
leggings and moccasins. 
 
Men wore a tanned 
leather breechcloth.. It 
hung down in the front and 
back. They wore leggings 
too. Men wore fringed 
deerskin shirts and mocca-
sins made of hides. 
 
Children wore clothes simi-
lar to adults. Babies wore 
diapers made from the fat 
end of a cattail. 
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
