Pine tree - The Pine Tree was a sym-
bol of peace for the Iroquois.

Eagle. An eagle is an bird that has
keen eyesight and can see far off to
protect anything that may approach
it. So it represents protection and
symbolized protection for the peo-
ple.

Cluster of Arrows - A cluster is
stronger than one arrow alone.
One arrow alone breaks easy but a
cluster cannot easily be broken.

So it symbolizes the strength of join-
ing several nations together .

The early American Patriots wove
Native American symbols of liberty
into their banners.

The pine tree, which is the national
symbol for the Iroquois and many
Native American nations in New Eng-
land, was also used by the Sons of
Liberty on their liberty poles, just
prior to the American Revolution.

The Pine Tree Flag (or Appeal to Heaven
Flag) was one of the flags used during
the American Revolution.

The flag, featuring a pine tree flag with
the motto "An Appeal to God," or, more
usually, "An Appeal to Heaven.
